Also, if need be, the members on duty at the 
exhibition can refer to them to answer questions from the public or to provide references about artists who 
teach pastel.

However, they must send their pictures by regular mail to ensure the desired quality of reproduction. They 
must send them to the person from PSEC responsible for updating them, Line Hamel:
